1 Extra Sessions requested in addition to weekly
enrolled sessions are chargeable individually at the full
rate as listed in our fees schedule. Extra Sessions are
invoiced monthly and are payable upon receipt of the
invoice.

1  Extra Sessions booked but not taken up for whatever
reason are payable at the standard ratei/ess 24 hours
notice of cancellation is given.

1 Children who attend the Nursery five days a week, 50
weeks a year are entitled to one holiday absence-fisss
week per calendar year.

Sickness Absence

No fees reduction can be made for absence due to sickness b
in the unlikely event of prolonged absence due to a stay in
hospital or other long term illness, substitute sessions for
absence may be offered.

Only in exceptional circumstances will a fees reduction be

considered.

Fees Charging and Payment Procedures

Registration \‘“ ‘
A Registration fee of £40.00 (nonrefundable) is®
payable upon enrolment of a child at the Nursery.

Deposit
As soon as a firm offer of a Nursery place is made, a deposit of

£150.00 is payable. This is deducted from the final invoice
when the child leaves the Nursery but only where four clear
weeks notice in writing has been received by the Nursery. The
£150.00 deposit will be forfeited where the required notice ha:
not been given for whatever reason.

Concessions for Siblings

Where two or more siblings attend the same session on the
same day at Barnbabies or Barn Nursery a discount of 10% is
allowed for the second sibling .

Payment Procedure \d

Our fees are due one month in advance and payments should
be received approximately seven days before the end of ee
calendar month; the required payment date for each month
will be stated on the invoice. Payment of fees maybe made by
cheque or cash. We charge £15.00 per month on all unpaic
fees at the first day of each calendar month.

If you have any queries or require any further information
concerning billing or invoice payment, please contact the
Accounts Department at Barnbabies on 01371 831296.
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We will not release a child into the custody of a person who is
not identified to us or unknown to the child. We have an
O0Alternative Collectiond rec
signed by the person(s) collecting the child.

Parental Concerns

We maintain the highest standards of courtesy and conduct
in the Nursery, however, if parents have any anxieties,
concerns, problems or worries about any aspect of our car
provision, we welcome the opportunity to discuss any matters
they wish to raise.

The Nursery is under the auspices of Early Years OFSTED who
carry out regular inspections.

The Nursery is open weekdays 7.45am until 6.15pm all year
round, with the exception of Bank Holidays and two weeks at
Christmas when we close for maintenance. We try to be as
flexible as possible in the range of sessions offered to suit the
needs of most families.

Special Needs

We welcome children with special needs. Our Specia
Educational Needs Gordinator (SENCO) works alongside

parents and outside agencies involved with individual

childrends special needs.

Through this ceordinated response, we ensure that these
children who need a little more support and encouragement are
given the appropriate learning opportunities and their progress
is monitored carefully and frequently. \W



Care Structure

Here at Barnbabies we supply breakfast ranging from babies
cereals to weetabix and porridge with toast and a homemade hc
lunch with fantastic menus created by our own ifhouse cook.
As well as amidmor ni ng snack with ¢
provide the children with afternoon tea which consists of a
variety of sandwiches, homemade cake and fruit with drinks
offered throughout the day. We cater for all specia{‘

dietary needs including wheatfree, dairy-free and
vegetarian alternatives.

The only items that we ask parents to supply are a sufficient
qguantity of nappies for their child for the day, their preferred
choice of formula, Soya or goats milk, coats, hats and gloves
for outdoor play and a bag with a change of clothes as well as
any comforters for nap time.

We provide sudocrem and powder for nappy changing and sun
cream for the warmer months. For children who are ready to b«
potty trained, we work alongside the parents to encourage and
support their child at this important time.
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Accidents, lliness and Medicines

The children are closely supervised at all times but, inevitably,
we do get our fair share of bumps and bruises. These ar
recorded on a OAccident Recc
sign when they arrive at the Nursery to pick up their child. We
are required by law to record and retain this information for
OFSTED inspection.

The staff at Barnbabies are happy to administer medicines to
children at their parentds r
asked to complete a form in
necessary information and permission to administer the

medicine.

If a child has been prescribed antibiotics, parents are asked t
keep their child(ren) at home fa24 HOURS after taking the
first dose. In the case of sickness and diarrhoea, parents are
asked to keep their child(ren) at home unt48 HOURS after

the cessation of all symptoms. \v\

Safety

In addition to staff vigilance, we ensure the safety of the
children in our care by maintaining a wellfenced perimeter,
double gates, inner door intercom and higlbvel door handles.
We also undertake risk assessment and hazard analysis
inventories on all equipment and activities. If someone other
than you (parent/guardian) is collecting your child from
Nursery, please inform a staff member.
