and sickness, and24hours after starting a course of
antibiotics.

we are willing to administer medicines to
a child provided by parents where full,

Before and After School Care Provision

Our care provision involves escorting children to Thaxted
School in the morning and collecting them from school in
the afternoon. At either end of the school day the children's
safety is assured by the presence of our caring staff.

When arriving at Barn Kids, the rules are explained to the
children and they are then free to enjoy fun activities such
as games, computer time, films, dressing up and much
more,if needed, the children can be supervised with their
homework.

Before school a breakfast is provided, and a varied,
substantial tea is provided after school at 4:45pm. Meals
such as scrambled egg, pasta, beans on toast, pizza and
jacket potatoes are offered, along with bread and butter,
carrots, cucumber, cheese, apple, cakes and drinks.
